3-D ART Studio Syllabus

Introduction to 3D Art

Introduction to 3-D is a course designed to build a foundation in understanding the basic concepts of art.  Students will extensively study the Elements (line, shape/form, space, texture, value/light, color, and time) and Principles (repetition, variety, rhythm, balance, compositional unity, emphasis, economy, proportion, and relationship to the environment) of Art.  Knowledge of the Elements and Principles of Art will help encourage students to express visual ideas and create successful compositions.  Students will be introduced and re-introduced to many technical skills, experiment with different media, create art objects using various materials, sharpen their observation skills, develop their critical thinking abilities, develop their problem solving skills, and have many opportunities to add their own creative touch to their work. This first fall semester course of Introduction to 3D Art sets the foundation for all the following art courses and is a pre-requisite for the next 3D Art course.

Adv. I 3D Art and Beyond………

Students in this course will continue to develop their own personal style of art as they explore and learn about many different artists and media along the way. It is very important for students at this level to break out of their comfort zone and try new and different things with the materials that they have been using as well as try out materials that they are not familiar with. We will be exposed or re-exposed to clay, plaster, woods, and metals just to name a few. The spring semester course of Adv. I 3D Art continues the student on the path of artistic discovery and builds on their artistic skills and confidence. 

Instructional Strategies
In all levels of 3D art, material to be covered will be presented to the students using various methods of instruction.  Some of the instructional methods that will be utilized extensively in this course are, demonstrations, power-point presentations, Internet research, websites, iPad’s, movies, visual aids, handouts, hands-on activities, class discussions, group work, and individual work.

Various other resources will be used in the classroom to aid in the design process.
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During this course we will cover the following:
· Art and how it impacts you
· Developing a visual vocabulary and language of art
· The elements of art and the principles of design
· Art History, Criticism, Aesthetics, Production, Careers and Community, and Integrated Studies as they apply to art
· The use of media, methods, and techniques to create works of art
· Students will use their text to learn the vocabulary, the techniques used to create artworks, the criteria used to evaluate art, and the history of different art periods/movements
· Students will keep sketches to practice their drawing skills necessary for the design process
· Written tests will be given to assess the student’s knowledge of terms as needed
· Projects will be developed to apply the concepts and processes to demonstrate that the student understands.


Art Supplies:
· Composition notebook -Intro students need this right now and can buy from me for 50 cents while supplies last
· Acrylic paint – Buy 5 colors that you like other than the basics. This paint is located in the Craft section at Wal-Mart or at Hobby Lobby
· Set of paint brushes
· Tupperware container with divided sections and a lid - This will be used to store paint and cut down on waste of paint. Special bonus - students won’t have to clean up this daily if they are using their own and storing it in their art locker. 
· Always bring a pencil to class and keep one in your art locker
· Colored Pencils and a metal sharpener
· Fine and regular point sharpie markers of various colors
· Big Eraser
· Tacky glue – this is a thick white glue that is stronger than Elmer’s glue
· Masking Tape- we use this all the time
· Junk – Recyclable Materials – Start collecting now! Buttons, beads, string, junk drawer items, broken plastic toys, scrape wood etc…The phrase one man’s trash is another man’s treasure applies here.
· Magazines – Please donate magazines to the classroom collection. We use these in our projects.
· Storage container for supplies


Class work / Homework
We are a studio class.  Daily attendance is very important for student success.  Most of our curriculum requires hands on experience.  Student who are behind, want independent instructions, or work slowly, must use extra studio time to succeed.  Students will need to take advantage of all opportunities to work on their projects.


Assessment/Evaluation
Students will be given tests over instructions, vocabulary, art media (materials used to make art), techniques, as well as historical information about the areas of study.  Tests for our curriculum come in several forms – written, individual performance, and studio created projects.  I will be evaluating the students with –
· Written tests
· Daily Participation points- participation is a large part of the students’ grades. I grade according to each students individual ability level. Participation is how I judge this. Is the student putting forth the effort necessary to succeed? Participation ties into every assignment.
· Project Handouts
· Weekly Journal Spreads or completion of phases of semester projects –Handouts that cover the specific requirements of the Visual Journal or the Individual semester project will be sent home to clarify any questions or concerns about these very large projects. These handouts will need to be signed and returned for a grade.
· Projects and Final Projects - All final projects are worth 100 points.


Incomplete assignments / Late Work
Incomplete work will be averaged as a “1” on STI.  Projects turned in after the due date will receive a 5% deduction per day past the due date.  A student can make up work for an absence without a point loss; however, the work cannot be turned in later than the length of the absence.  Students will not be permitted to make up work if they were counted truant. Every student can EARN a good grade but they must take advantage of class time in order to be successful in this class. Daily attendance is very important for your success.


Classroom Rules
· Come to class prepared, participate, and follow all rules in student handbook. 
· No cell phones are to be turned on in the classroom unless the teacher gives permission.
· No food or drink.
· No Sleeping in class.
· Absolutely no “horseplay” in the classroom. It is of great importance to me to keep a safe classroom environment and there is no room for rough play in my room so No Unnecessary Movement About The Room.
· Pay attention and follow classroom procedures as outlined by Mrs. Zacek.
· No paint on paper towels- paper towels are not a paint tray.
· Do Not Clean Up EARLY…..Time is very valuable in here and we need every minute of it! Plus I take away participation points for every minute that you clean up early and trust me this ADDS UP!
· Clean up your area and all of your materials. Do Not Leave Any Items In Or Around The Sink Area. It is part of your grade to help maintain the classroom environment and that includes cleaning and putting away supplies. 
· Do not wash paint down the sink. It turns to plastic and destroys our sinks. Use your Tupperware with the lid to store your paint.
· Always work on art in class. Participation is not an option in here. I will write a referral for insubordination if a student chooses to not work on their projects or whatever we are working on in the art room. 
· No students allowed in teacher office, center storage room, storage rooms, kiln room, display cases, or any tall cabinets Without Teacher Permission.

Please understand that these rules and procedures are necessary to keep our classroom running smoothly and for me to keep my sanity. If you are having a bad day or if something is going on and you feel that you will not be able to comply with these rules, TALK to me BEFORE something goes wrong. I will work with you and give you any help that you need. Respect of all people and things in this classroom is necessary for our success.
